VTL: Explanation for the change in the profit after tax in financial statement (consolidated) of quarter 3/2013 year on year
In quarter 3/2013, Thang Long Wine Joint Stock Company had profit after corporate income tax of VND 12.3 million, decreasing VND 32.1 million (equivalent to 72.6%) in comparison with quarter 3/2012. On 21/10/2013, the Company explained for this decrease as follows:

- Due to influence of inflation, buying power of the market decreased so goods consumption met difficulties, especially wine because this was not essential goods.

- Annually, the Company organized Customer conference with many preferential sale policies to agents to increase consumption and revenue. In 2012, the Company organized 1st-course Customer conference in 9/2012. In 2013, the Company would organized Customer conference in early quarter 4/2013. Therefore, revenue from sale in quarter 3/2013 (VND 11.4 billion) decreased 24% in comparison with quarter 3/2012 (VND 15 billion).

- That other activities got loss of VND 28.1 million was also one of the factors influencing on profit before tax and profit after tax of the Company.
