HJS: Explanation for difference of over 10 percent in profit after tax in financial statement Q.II /2014 year on year 
On 16 Jul 2014, Nam Mu Hydropower Joint Stock Company explained the difference of over 10 percent in profit after tax in financial statement Q.II /2014 year on year as follows:
Profit after tax Q.II/ 2014 of the Company was 6.4 billion dongs, a decrease of 3.5 billion dongs year on year (Q.II/ 2013 = 10.02 billion dongs). Reasons are as follows:
1. Increase in revenue: 2.6 billion dongs

- Income from electricity production increased by 1.2 billion dongs because in Q.II/2014, the rainfall was high, water volume in the reservoirs was higher year on year
- Construction rose by 1.2 billion dongs year on year
- Other income went up by 177 million dongs because Q.II/ 2014 created other income from debts handling
2. Increase in costs: 6.6 billion dongs
- The cost of goods sold increased by 3.7 billion dongs because of depreciation increase of Nam Mu Hydropower

- Financial cost rose by 2.9 billion dongs due to new loans
3. Decrease in costs: The general and administrative cost was down by 523 million dongs. Total profit after tax Q.II/ 2014 fell year on year (=1-2+3): 3.5 billion dongs
