Reason: 

- Many difficulties in 2014, competition in bidding price among enterprises in the same industry, increase in input cost etc. caused the cost to increase by 39.5%, the net revenue to increase by 35.1% year on year

- From 2009 to Mar 2012, the Company invested VND 89 168 371 000 in An Lao equipment manufacturing factory which did not operate at full capacity, meanwhile the depreciation cost was large.

- Some construction works prolonged over the schedule, which increased the cost.
