CMI: Explanation for the difference in audited and unaudited financial statement 2015 
On 24 Mar 2016, CMI Stone Vietnam Joint Stock Company explained the difference in audited and unaudited financial statement 2015 as follows:
1. Explanation for the difference of over 10% in profit after tax 2015 year on year:

In 2015, the material market in general and iron ore market in particular declined year on year and remained at a low level. To restrain the ore sale in the time of low price, the Company took the initiative in decreased the capacity and stopped mining ores and focused on building the artificial ashlar paving stone factory, which led to the sharp decrease in revenue: from VND 113,552,129,282 in 2014 to VND 39,996,780,179 in 2015
2. Explanation for the difference in financial statement 2015 before and after auditing

Based on the audited financial statement, the profit after tax of the Company fell from VND 5,783,297,710 to VND 39,115,500 because of supplementing the following expense during the auditing: supplement the depreciation expense in Yen Bai iron mine: VND 3,565,141,560 (because in late this year, the Company suspended its mining job due to low ore price, the accountant did not extract for depreciation); reassess the exchange rate difference in construction equipment import for stone factory: VND 331,602,440; raise provision for the receivable debts: VND 514,015,459; decrease of VND 1,249,263,889 in the receivable debts: VND 1,249,263,889.
