SBL: Extraordinary General Mandate 2017 (by written comment)
On August 15th, 2017, Saigon Baclieu Beer Joint Stock Company announced the Extraordinary General Mandate 2017 as follows:

Article 1: Approve the policy of investment in new filling line made in Krones – Germany with the purpose of synchronizing and modernizing production lines in 2017. In 2017, the Company will try to get 34,100 bottles/ hour in nominal capacity (30,000 bottles/ hour to operation capacity) and ensure production capacity from 50 million to 60 million litters per year. 
It is expected that total investment budget will be VND 159,000,000,000 (excluding VAT)

In which: Expense for importing filling line will be EUR 5,610,000 (including Foreign Contractor Tax), exchange rate will be 25,600 VND/ EUR at Vietcombank on June 26th, 2017
Loan from bank will be paid within 5 to 6 years and it is expected that the Company will pay annual dividend from 10% to 20% during years that the Company still borrows capital from bank.
Article 2: Performance progress: The new filling line must be put into operation no later than March to April, 2018

Article 3: Approve authorizing Board of Directors to sign credit contract and records related to loans from bank, guarantee and L/C. Furthermore, Board of Directors must ensure that bank will issue credit for the Company so that the Company can implement the above investment plan.

Article 4: Board of Directors instructs Management Board, Project Management Board and relating individuals to perform this Extraordinary General Mandate 2017, which was approved by Saigon Baclieu Beer Joint Stock Company’s General Meeting of Shareholders. Board of Directors must present the result for shareholders in the next meeting.
