BRR: Extraordinary General Mandate 2019

On 11 Oct 2019, BaRia Rubber Joint Stock Company announced the Extraordinary General Mandate 2019 No. 06/ QD – DHDCD of Board of Directors of the Company as follows:
Article 1: Supplement the registered business lines of the Company as follows:

(According to regulations in the Decision No. 27/ 2018/ QD – TTg dated 06 July 2018 of the Prime Minister on issuing the Vietnam Standard Industrial Classification)
· Growing of other fruit plants;
· Growing of other remaining perennial crops;
· Manufacture of cocoa, chocolate and sugar confectionery;
· Manufacture of other rubber products;
· Solar power;
· Water collection, treatment and supply;
· Wastewater treatment;
· Buying and selling of residential buildings and residential land use right;
· Buying and selling of non-residential buildings and non-residential land use right;
· Renting, operating and management of residential buildings and land;
· Renting, operating and management of nonresidential buildings and land;
· Other real estate activities.
Article 2: Amend and supplement section 1 of article 4 of charter of the Company as follows:

“…

Article 4: Operational objectives of the Company
1. Business lines of the Company

· Planting, tending, exploiting and processing rubber; selling semi-processed rubber latex;
· Construction of small-scale civil works; 

· Construction of infrastructure of the rubber industry: field leveling; construction of railways, gravel roads; leveling; irrigation system; 

· Hotel business: accommodation, eating facilities; souvenir store; convenience store for tourists; tourist transportation; domestic transport and travel business; 

· Business: capital goods for production; means of consumption for living;
· Retail sale by commission agents and commercial service;

· Financial investment;

· Transportation business;

· Real estate business;

· Growing of fruit plants, other perennial crops and manufacture of fruit and perennial products;
· Manufacture of solar energy;

· Water collection, treatment and supply; wastewater treatment

· Other business lines in compliance with regulations of the law.

Article 3: Assign Board of Directors and Board of General Managers of the Company to be responsible for directing departments of the Company to implement the procedures for amending and supplementing charter of the Company and registering the supplementation of the Company’s business lines with the Provincial Department of Planning and Investment
Article 4: Board of Directors, Board of General Managers, Departments of the Company and dependent units are responsible for the implementation of this decision
