AMS: Announcement of the State Securities Commission on approving the Company’s dossier of registration of share offering for increase in charter capital

After reviewing, the State Securities Commission gave the opinions as follows:
1. The State Securities Commission received full dossier of registration of private share offering according to the application for registration of private share offering No. 1609/ 2019/ GDK – AMECC of AMS. The private share offering plan of the Company is implemented in accordance with the General Mandate No. 01/ 2019/ NQ – DHDCD – AMECC dated 11 Mar 2019 of General meeting of Shareholders; the resolution No. 12/ 2019/ NQ – HDQT – AMECC dated 16 Sep 2019 of Board of Directors and regulations of the law.
2. The State Securities Commission uploaded the information about the fact that the Commission has received the dossier of registration of share offering from the Company to website of the State Securities Commission at link www.ssc.gov.vn
3. Within 10 days from the date of completing the offering, the Company was required to send report on the result of the offering, the confirmation of the proceeds from the offering issued by the bank where the blocked account was opened to the State Securities Commission in accordance with regulations in Clause 4, Article 6 of the Decree No. 58/ 2012/ ND – CP dated 20 July 2012 of the Government on stipulating in detail and guiding the implementation of a number of articles of the securities law and the law amending and supplementing a number of articles of securities law, which was amended and supplemented by the Clause 5, Article 1 of the Decree No. 60/ 2015/ ND – CP dated 26 Jun 2015
4. The State Securities Commission required the Company to comply with the regulations in Clause 2, Article 189 of Enterprise Law and the obligations of an issuer in accordance with regulations in the Article 1 of the Decree No. 60/ 2015/ ND – CP
