CT6: Requesting explanation for reasons for the delisted stock status 
On 20 Mar 2020, Construction JSC No. 6 announced the request for explanation for the reasons for the delisted stock status from HNX as follows:
On 18 Mar 2020, Hanoi Stock Exchange received the separate and consolidated financial statements 2019 of Construction JSC No. 6 (stock code: CT6) audited and signed by BDO Audit Services Company Limited on 16 Mar 2020. After consideration, Hanoi Stock Exchange realized that the operation result of Construction JSC No. 6 lost in 03 consecutive years (in 2017, 2018 and 2019). That meant CT6 stock was in the delisting case according to the point d, clause 1, article 60 of the Circular No. 58/ 2012/ ND – CP dated 20 July 2012 of Government stipulating in detail and guiding the implementation of a number of articles of the securities law and the law amending and supplementing a number of articles of securities law.
Hanoi Stock Exchange requested the Company to explain reasons and plans for overcoming the delisted status according to clause 2, article 10 of the Circular No. 202/ 2015/ TT - BTC dated 18 Dec 2015 and the Circular No. 29/ 2017/ TT - BTC dated 12 Apr 2017 of the Ministry of Finance on amendments to the Circular No. 202/ 2015/ TT - BTC dated December 18, 2015 providing guidance on listing of securities on stock exchanges and clause 2, article 17 of the Regulation on Stock Listing attached to the Decision No. 639/ QD - SGDHN dated 13 Oct 2016 and the Decision No. 958/ QD - SGDHN dated 24 Nov 2017 on amendment to and supplementation of Regulation on Stock Listing of General Manager of Hanoi Stock Exchange.
HNX requested the Company to send written explanation and information disclosure to its Listing Management Department at address of No. 2 Phan Chu Trinh – Hoan Kiem – Hanoi no later than 27 Mar 2020.
