TBX: Explanation for the share under alert
On 10 Apr 2020, Thai Binh Cement Joint Stock Company explained why TBX has been put under alert and the plan to overcome as follows:

According to clause 3, article 13 of the Regulation on securities listing attached to the Decision No. 639/ QD - SGDHN dated 13 Oct 2016 of Chief Executive Officer of Hanoi Stock Exchange (“Listing Regulation”) and the Decision No. 958/ QD - SGDHN dated 24 Nov 2017 on amendment to the Listing Regulation, Thai Binh Cement Joint Stock Company explains that TBX stock has been put under alert because the profit after tax of 2019 in audited financial statement of 2019 is negative (a loss of VND 709,931,200). Specifically:   
In 2019, especially in 4th quarter, production situation of the Company faced many difficulties.

· Impact of the U.S.-China trade war made revenue decrease;

· Price of some input raw materials such as stone, soil increased due to the high freight charges;

· Labor cost increased due to increasing the region minimum wage according to regulations of the State;
· Due to the banks' policy of not lending money to cement production enterprises with low output (inclusive of Thai Binh Cement Joint Stock Company), working capital for production and business activities decreased;
All above reasons made profit after tax of 2019 of the Company to be negative (a loss of over VND 700 million).

Plan to overcome:

To overcome above difficulties, the Company gave some solutions as follows:

· Enhance production management to reduce loss, save costs, ensure stable machine productivity, and reduce production cost;
· Coordinate with strategic investors to ensure capital for production and business; effectively use capital; and timely turn capital around.
