TVC: Extraordinary General Mandate 
On 07 July 2020, Tri Viet Asset Management Corporation Joint Stock Company announced the Extraordinary General Mandate No.02/ 2020/ NQ- DHDCD/ TVC as follows: 

Contents: 

Article 1: Approve amending and supplementing the Charter of the Company 

Article 2: Approve the plan on share issuance to existing shareholders with the rate of 2:1 

1. Issuance plan 

- Name of share: share of Tri Viet Asset Management Corporation Joint Stock Company
- Par value: VND 10,000/ share 

- Type of share: common share 

- Issuing rate: 2:1 (As at the record date, shareholder holding 02 shares is entitled to purchase 01 new share) 

- Entities: Existing shareholders named in the list of shareholders as at the record date 

- Number of shares expected to be issued: 23,026,121 shares 

The number of shares expected to be issued shall be adjusted in accordance with the actual situation after the Company completes the rewarding of share to existing shareholders and completes the share issuance under ESOP to ensure the issuing rate of 2:1 
- Total value of issuance according to par value: VND 230,261,210,000

The value of issuance according to par value shall be adjusted in accordance with the actual situation after the Company completes the rewarding of share to existing shareholders and completes the share issuance under ESOP to ensure the issuing rate of 2:1

- Issuing price: Authorize Board of Directors to select the issuing price but not less than VND 10,000/ share to ensure shareholders’ benefits and implement the share issuance successfully. The issuing price shall be confirmed by Board of Directors on the basic of methods: 

+ Method of book value of the Company 

+ Method of market price: The average price of the latest 30 sessions of TVC before Board of Directors approves the issuing price 

- Plan on rounding and handling odd-lot shares: The number of shares of this issuance shall be rounded down to unit digit. The number of odd-lot shares shall be canceled (if any). 

- Plan on handling unsold shares (if any): The number of unsold shares shall be distributed to other entities by Board of Directors with the issuing price which is not less than the issuing price to existing shareholders

The number of unsold shares which is distributed to other entities shall be restricted 100% in transfer within 01 year from the date of completing the share issuance 

- Conditions of transfer: The number of shares issued to existing shareholders shall not be restricted in transfer. Apart from, the number of unsold shares which is distributed to other entities shall be restricted in transfer within 01 year from the date of completing the share issuance
- Transfer purchase rights: The purchase rights are allowed to divide into many parts to transfer to other investors. The purchase rights shall be transferred once. The assignee is not allowed to transfer to the third party 

- Dilution: 

- Implementing time: The share issuance to existing shareholders shall have been implemented within 90 days since the date the State Securities Commission of Vietnam approved the issuance and after the Company completed the share issuance to increase capital from owners’ equity (Rewarding shares to existing shareholders and issuing shares to labors under ESOP. 
- Method of payment: 

+ For deposited shares: Shareholders shall implement the procedures to transfer the purchase rights and pay for the purchase at Depositing Members where they have opened depositing accounts 

+ For un-deposited shares: Shareholders shall implement the procedures to transfer the purchase rights and pay for the purchase at head office of the Company. Shareholders shall pay for the purchase by sending amounts to blocked accounts according to the notice of the Company 

2. Purpose of issuance and plan on use of proceeds from the share issuance 

a) Purpose of issuance: 

Supplement working capital for business activities, enhance financial capability and expand the scale of enterprise 

b) Plan on use of proceeds 

The whole amount of proceeds from the share issuance shall be used to sponsor capital for subsidiary – Tri Viet Securities Joint Stock Company and invest securities business, at the same time, supplement working capital 

Authorize Board of Directors to decide the detailed plan on use of proceeds, adjust the plan on use of proceeds for each activity in accordance with the actual situation of the Company. The adjustment shall be reported to the management offices and the next General Meeting of Shareholders according to the regulations 

3. Additionally listing and depository 

The whole number of shares of this issuance shall be listed and deposited additionally according to the regulation. 

4. Authorization 

General Meeting of Shareholders authorizes Board of Directors to decide all problems relating to the share issuance to increase the charter capital, specifically: 

a) Implement the plan on share issuance to existing shareholders. Specifically: 

· Adjust the number of issued shares to ensure the issuing rate of 2:1 after the Company completes the rewarding of share to existing shareholders and completes the share issuance under ESOP
· Actively build and explain the applications for the State Securities Commission of Vietnam 

· Select the proper time for planning the list of shareholders to implement purchase rights and implement the issuance 

· Build the plan on use of proceeds according to the purpose of issuance 

· Decide to distribute unsold shares to other entities with the issuing price which is not less than the issuing price to existing shareholders 

b) Amend articles relating to the charter capital, stocks, shares in the organizational and operational Charter of the Company after completing the share issuance according to the actual result of the issuance 

c) Implement the procedures to change the business registration certificate relating to the change in the charter capital according to the actual result of the issuance with the State Agencies 

d) Implement other related works. 
Article 3: Approve allowing Tung Tri Viet Co. Ltd to hold 51.2% shares with voting rights of Tri Viet Asset Management Corporation Joint Stock Company without implementing the tender offering 

Article 4: Implementation 

This Extraordinary General Mandate was approved by General Meeting of Shareholders. This Extraordinary General Mandate is valid from the date of signature. Board of Directors, Board of General Managers and related departments and entities are responsible for implementing this Extraordinary General Mandate with the purpose of ensuring shareholders’ benefits and complying with the regulations of the law./.
