On June 19, 2024, Ho Chi Minh City Medial Import Export Joint Stock Company announced Resolution No. 16/2024/NQ-HDQT-YTC on approving the registration on increasing the charter capital of the Company and amending, supplementing the Company’s Charter as follows:
‎‎Article 1. Approve the registration on increasing the charter capital of the Company from public offering for existing shareholders:

· The charter capital of the Company after increasing is: VND95,480,000,000, corresponding to 9,548,000 shares. 
‎‎Article 2. Approve on amending and supplementing the Company’s Charter:
Approve amending and supplementing the Charter of Ho Chi Minh City Medial Import Export Joint Stock Company (amended and supplemented the Charter dated May 17, 2024) in Clause 1, Article 6 to comply with the content of changing the Company's charter capital.
 Specifically:
· Before the amendment:
Clause 1, Article 6
“1. The Charter capital of the Company: VND30,800,000,000.
The total charter capital of the Company is divided into 3,080,000 shares with a par value of VND10,000/share”.
· After the amendment:
Clause 1, Article 6
“The Charter capital of the Company: VND95,480,000,000.
The total charter capital of the Company is divided into 9,548,000 shares with a par value of VND10,000/share”.
‎‎Article 3. Approve authorizing Mr. Phan Minh Trung – the General Manager-cum-legal representative of the Company is responsible for directing the implementation and completion of subsequent legal procedures related to the above voting contents and implementing procedures to change business registration according to legal regulations.
‎‎Article 4. This Resolution takes effect from the date of its signing. The Board of Directors, the Board of Management/the Heads of functional departments/divisions, based on their obligations and powers, are responsible for implementing this Resolution.
