The company applies Enterprise Accounting System issued under Circular No. 200/2014/TT-BTC dated 22 December, 2014 by
Minister of Finance on guideline enterprise accounting and Circular No. 53/2016/TT-BTC dated 21 March, 2016 by Ministry of

Finance amending and supplementing some articles of Circular No. 200/2014/TT-BTC.

Announcement on compliance with Vietnamese standards and accounting system

The company applies Vietnamese Accounting Standards and supplement documents issued by the State. Financial statements are
prepared in accordance with regulations of each standard and supplement documents as well as with current accounting system.

Accounting policies

Exchange rates applied in accounting system

The Company which has transactions in foreign currencies performs accounting records and prepares financial statements in one
consistent currency - VND. The conversion of foreign currencies into VND is based on:

- Actual transacted exchange rate;
- Accounting recorded exchange rate.

2. Recognition of cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand, cash in banks and short-term, highly liquid investments with an original maturity
of less than three months that are readily convertible into known amounts of cash and that are subject to an insignificant risk of
change in value.

Deposits and collateral amounts placed by other enterprises and individuals at the Company are managed and accounted for as the
Company's own funds.

When arising transactions in foreign currencies, foreign currencies shall be converted into Vietnam dong under the principle: Debit
transactions are applied with actual exchange rates; Credit transactions are applied with weighted average exchange rates in book.

When preparing financial statements, in accordance with the law, balances in foreign currencies are re-evaluated at actual buying
exchange rates of the commercial banks.

3. Financial investment

Investment in subsidiaries; joint-ventures, associates

Investments in subsidiaries over which the Company has control rights are stated at original cost. Distributions from accumulated net
profits from subsidiaries arising subsequent to the date of acquisition are recognized in the Statement of comprehensive income. Other
distributions received (in excess of such profits) are considered a recovery of investment and are deducted to the cost of the
investment.

Investments in associates over which the Company has significant influence are stated at original cost. Distributions from accumulated
net profits from associates arising subsequent to the date of acquisition are recognized in the Statement of comprehensive income.
Other distributions received (in excess of such profits) are considered a recovery of investment and are deducted to the cost of the
investment.

Investment in a joint venture entity is accounted by cost method and kept unadjusted thereafter for the post acquisition change in the
venture’s share of net assets of the joint venture entity. The Statement of comprehensive income reflects the venture’s share of the net
accumulated profits of the joint venture entity arising as from the contribution date.

Provision for devaluation of investment is made at the end of the year. The level of provision is determined based on the financial
statements at the time of provisioning of the economic organization.

Invest in other company's capital tools
Investments in other Company's capital instruments are presented at cost.

Provision for devaluation of investment is made at the end of the year, which is the difference between the original cost recorded on
the accounting book is greater than their market value at the time of making provisions. Or the provision is determined based on the
financial statements at the time of provision of the economic organization when the market value cannot be determined.

4. Receivables

The classification of receivables into trade receivables, intercompany receivables, and other receivables shall be carried out in
accordance with the following principles:
Trade receivables from customers include commercial receivables arising from buy-sell transactions, such as: receivables from the sale
of goods, provision of services, liquidation, and disposal of assets (fixed assets, investment properties, financial investments) between
the Company and buyers (who are entities independent from the seller, including receivables between a parent company and its
subsidiaries, joint ventures, and associates). These receivables also include amounts due for export sales proceeds from the consignor
through the consignee.
Other receivables include non-commercial receivables that are not related to buy-sell transactions, such as:
Receivables that generate financial income, such as: receivables from loan interest, deposit interest, dividends, and distributed
profits;
Amounts disbursed on behalf of third parties that are entitled to be recovered; amounts that the export consignee is required to
collect on behalf of the consignor;
Non-commercial receivables such as those arising from asset lending, receivables from penalties, compensations, and inventory
shortages pending resolution...

48/2019/TT-BTC issued by the Ministry of Finance on August 8, 2019.

The identification of necessary provision for doubtful debts is based on the items that are classified as short-term, long-term
receivables on Balance Sheet. Provision for doubtful debts is made for each one based on the age of overdue debts or the estimated
losses that may occur.

Inventory

Principles of recognizing inventories
The Company’s inventories are assets bought to manufacture or sell in normal business period.

For work-in-progress, if the production and conversion period exceeds one normal business cycle, it shall not be presented as
inventory on the Balance Sheet but rather as long-term assets.

Products, goods, materials, and assets held on behalf of others, received on consignment, received under import-export entrustment, or
received for processing... that are not under the ownership and control of the Company shall not be reflected as inventory.

Inventories are stated at original cost. Where the net realizable value is lower than cost, inventories should be measured at the net
realizable value. The costs of inventories comprise the purchase price, costs of conversion and other costs incurred in bringing the
inventories to their present location and condition.

Method of calculating inventories
The cost of inventory at the year-end is calculated by weighted average method.

Method of accounting inventories
Inventory is recorded by perpetual.

Method of setting up provision for devaluation of inventories

Provisions for devaluation of inventories made at the end of the year are the excess of original cost of inventory over their net
realizable value,

Fixed assets and depreciation of fixed assets

Fixed assets

Fixed assets (tangible and intangible) are stated at the historical cost. During the using time, fixed assets (tangible and intangible) are
recorded at cost, accumulated depreciation and net book value.

Finance lease fixed assets are initially recognized at the fair value or the present value of the minimum lease payments (excluding
VAT) and any initial direct costs attributable to the finance lease. During use, finance lease fixed assets are recorded at historical cost,
accumulated depreciation, and net book value.

Depreciation is provided on a straight-line basis. Depreciation period applicable under Circular 45/2013/TT-BTC dated 25/04/2013 of
the Ministry of Finance guiding the management, use and depreciation of fixed assets.

- Buildings and structures 04 - 35 years
- Machine, equipment 05 - 25 years
- Transportation equipment 06 - 30 years
- Management tools and equipment and other fixed assets 05 years

Gain or loss on the liquidation fixed assets is recognized as income or expense in the statement of comprehensive income.

7. Prepaid expenses

Prepaid expenses only related to present fiscal year are recognised as short-term prepaid expenses and are recorded into operating
costs.

Prepaid expenses incurred during the year but related to business operations of several years are recorded as long-term prepaid
expenses and are amortized to the income statement in several years.

The calculation and allocation of long-term prepaid expenses to profit and loss account in the period should be based on nature of
those expenses to select a reasonable method and allocated factors. Prepaid expenses are allocated partly into operating expenses on a
straight-line basis.

Payables

The classification of payables into trade payables, intercompany payables, and other payables shall be carried out in accordance with
the following principles:

(i) Trade payables include commercial payables arising from transactions involving the purchase of goods, services, and assets from
sellers (who are entities independent from the buyer, including payables between a parent company and its subsidiaries, joint
ventures, and associates). These payables also include amounts payable upon importation through a consignee (in import
entrustment transactions);

Other payables include non-commercial payables that are not related to the purchase, sale, or provision of goods and services:

- Payables related to financial expenses, such as: interest payable on borrowings, dmdends and profit payable, and financial
investment activity expenses payable;

- Amounts payable disbursed by third parties on the Company's behalf; amounts received by the consignee from relevant parties for
payment as directed in import-export entrustment transactions;

Non-commercial payables such as those arising from asset borrowing, payables for penalties and compensations, surplus assets
pending resolution, and payables for social insurance, health insurance, unemployment insurance, and trade union fees...

When preparing financial statements, accountants base on remaining term of payables to classify them into short-term or long-term.

When there are evidences that a loss likely occurs, accountants need to immediately record a payable according to the precautionary
principle.

Payables in foreign currencies need to be re-evaluated at the year end when preparing financial statements. Actual transacted
exchange rate when re-evaluating payables in foreign currencies at the time of preparing financial statements is the published
exchange rate of the commercial bank with which the Company often have transactions (selected by the Company when transacting
with payable subjects).

Recognization of borrowings

Borrowings whose maturity time is over 12 months from the date of financial statements are presented as long-term borrowings and
financial lease liabilities. Borrowings whose maturity time is within 12 months from the date of financial statements are presented as
short-term borrowings and financial lease liabilities to prepare settlement plan.

Borrowing costs directly related to a loan (other than interest payable), such as appraisal fees, audit fees, loan documentation
preparation costs, etc., are recorded as financial expenses. In cases where these costs arise from a loan specifically designated for the
purpose of investing in, constructing, or producing a qualifying asset, they shall be capitalized.

When preparing financial statements, borrowings® balances in foreign currencies are re-evaluated in actual transacted exchange rate at
the time of preparing financial statements.

Differences of exchange rate arising from payments and re-evaluation at the year end are recorded into financial incomes or expenses.

Borrowing costs are recognized into operating costs during the period, except for which directly attributable to the acquisition,
construction or production of a qualifying asset included (capitalized) in the cost of that asset, when gather sufficient conditions as
regulated in SAV No. 16 “Borrowing costs”.

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of a qualifying asset that takes more than
12 months to put into use under certified purposes or for sale should be included (capitalized) in the cost of that asset, including
interest on borrowings, amortization of discounts or premiums relating to issuing bonds and ancillary costs incurred in connection
with the arrangement of borrowings.

For loans specifically designated for the construction of fixed assets or investment properties, borrowing costs shall be capitalized
even when the construction period is less than 12 months.

Accrued expenses

Payables for goods and services that are already received from suppliers or already supplied to buyers in the reported period but not
actually paid due to shortage of bills or accounting files and documents are recognized as operating expenses of the reported period.

Recognizing accrued expenses into operating expenses in the period needs to be performed according to the matching principle
between revenues and expenses incurred in the period.

Accrued expenses shall be balanced with actual incurred expenses. The difference between accrued and actual expenses shall be
reversed.

Owner’s equity
Principles of recognizing owner's equity, share premium, convertible bonds and other owner's equity
Owner’s equity is stated at actually contributed capital of owners.

Recognition Undistributed profit

Profit after tax retained is the profit of business operations after deduction (-) regulated items due to applying a change in accounting
retrospectively or to make a retrospective restatement to correct materiality in previous years. The profit is available for appropriation
to investors after approval by Board of Management and after making appropriation to reserve funds in accordance with the
Company’s Charter and Vietnamese regulatory requirements.

Revenue

Sale of goods

Revenue from sale of goods should be recognized when all the following conditions have been satisfied:

- The entity has transferred to the buyer the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods;

- The amount of revenue can be measured reliably;

Rendering of services

of a transaction can be estimated reliable when all the following conditions are satisfied:

- The amount of the revenue can be measured reliably;

- The stage of the completion of the transaction at the end of the reporting period can be measured reliably; and
- The costs incurred for the transaction and the costs to complete the transaction can be measured reliable.

The stage of the completion of the transaction may be determined by surveys of work completed methods.

Expenses recognized as administrative expenses include: Expenses for administrative labour (salaries, wages, allowances,...); social
insurance, health insurance, union fund, unemployment insurance of administrative staffs; expenses of office commodities, working
tools, depreciation of fixed assets used for administration; land rent, excise; provision for doubtful receivables; outside purchasing

costs (electricity, water, telephone, fax, asset insurance, fire insurance...); other costs in cash (guest receptions, customer
conferences...).

As for selling expenses and administrative expenses unrecognized as corporate income taxable expenses under the regulations of Tax
law but with full of invoices and documents and accounted reasonably under Accounting system, the Company does not reduce
accounting expenses but adjusts in the corporate income tax settlement to increase corporate income tax payable.
