Accounting and presentation currency

The Company’s accounting currency is Vietnam Dong (“VND™), which is also the currency used for
financial statement presentation purpose.

Summary of significant accounting policies

The following significant accounting policies have been adopted by the Company in the preparation
of these financial statements.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions in currencies other than VND during the year have been translated into VND at rates
approximating actual rates of exchange ruling at the transaction dates.

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in currencies other than VND are translated into VND at
the average of the account transfer buying rates (for assets) and account transfer selling rates (for
liabilities) at the end of the accounting period quoted by the commercial bank where the Company
most frequently conducts transactions.

All foreign exchange differences are recorded in the statement of income.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash comprises cash balances and call deposits. Cash equivalents are short-term highly liquid
investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash, are subject to an insignificant risk
of changes in value, and are held for the purpose of meeting short-term cash commitments rather than
for investment or other purposes.

Investments

Held-to-maturity investments

Held-to-maturity investments are those that the Company’s Board of General Directors has the
intention and ability to hold until maturity. Held-to-maturity investments include term deposits. These
investments are stated at costs less allowance for doubtful debts.

Investments in joint ventures and associates

For the purpose of these financial statements, investments in joint ventures and associates are initially
recognised at cost which includes purchase price plus any directly attributable transaction costs.
Subsequent to initial recognition, these investments are stated at cost less allowance for diminution in
value.

A deferred tax asset is recognised only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will
be available against which the temporary difference can be utilised. Deferred tax assets are reduced to
the extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realised.

Revenue and other income

Services rendered

Revenue from services rendered is recognised in the statement of income in proportion to the stage of
completion of the transaction. The stage of completion is assessed by reference to surveys of work
performed. No revenue is recognised if there are significant uncertainties regarding recovery of the
consideration due.

Operating rental income

Rental income from leased property as operating leases is recognised in the statement of income on a
straight-line basis over the term of the lease. Lease incentives granted are recognised as an integral
part of the total rental income, over the term of the lease.

Interest income

Interest income is recognised on a time proportion basis with reference to the principal outstanding
and the applicable interest rate.

Dividend income

Dividend income is recognised when the right to receive dividend is established.

Operating leases

Payments made under operating leases are recognised in the statement of income on a straight-line
basis over the term of the lease. Lease incentives received are recognized in the statement of income
as an integral part of the total lease expense, over the term of the lease.

Earnings per share

The Company presents basic earnings per share (“EPS™) for its ordinary shares. Basic EPS is
calculated by dividing the profit attributable to the ordinary shareholders of the Company by the
weighted average number of outstanding ordinary shares during the year.
